May 10, 2005 

 
On Monday, February 21, 2005, a four-member delegation left the United States 

to Liberia for a ground breaking ceremony of a 16-classroom elementary and 
junior high school.  The delegates included Rev.  Arthur Zogar, leader, Brother 
Timothy Gbapaywhea, Mrs. Anita Roberts all of Christ Assembly Lutheran 
Church and Mrs. Deborah St-Onge of St. Mark's Lutheran Church.  We arrived in 
Liberia on Wednesday, February 23, 2005 at 12:30 P.M. (Liberian Standard 
Time).  Mr. Ben Gboloweefaa also joined the delegates in Liberia, and 
participated in most of the activities including the groundbreaking ceremony and 
a worship service at Grace Reformed Episcopal Church. 
 
The delegates were welcomed upon arrival by LOCASHA Evangelical Lutheran 

Church of Liberia, a sister congregation of LOCASHA Evangelical Lutheran 
Church of Newark, New Jersey.  The Reverend Ernest Yarmeto and his 
congregation gave us a rousing welcome.  There were press men from all the 
major radio stations and major newspapers in Liberia.  We later drove to Bassa 
Academy School formerly known as Bassa Teenage School on Capitol Bypass in 
Monrovia where a formal welcome program was held in our honor. 
 
On Thursday, February 25, a ground breaking ceremony was held at the 4-acre 

site purchased by Christ Assembly Lutheran Church of Philadelphia.  People from 
all walks of life attended the program.  After the ground breaking ceremony, our 
next task was to assemble a group of contractors that would build the school.  
Since we did not have any team in Liberia prior to our going to begin this difficult 
task for us, we started from scratch.  First, we had to have the blue print and have 
it approved by the Ministry of Public Works before laying the foundation.  We 
contracted one Isaac Dennis, a local architect, who designed the blue print for us.  
Due to his inability to work faster, it took us a week to get the blue print from 
him, which in fact, was not up to standard. 
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Having obtained the blue print, our next task was to find a company that would 
build the school for us.  This task was more difficult than we first thought.  After 
a hectic week of searching, we met an engineering firm called National 
Engineering Construction Company, Inc. headed by one Eric Williams.  The 
delegates sat with Mr. Williams and asked him if his company could build the 
school for us.  He agreed to do so and told us that the cost for building the school 
would be $165,000 U.S. dollars, but we have to pay 40% of this amount before 
beginning the work since the company has to buy the materials. 
 
The delegates thought this was a very good idea, but since we did not have 

enough money to pay the 40%, we decided to look for another contractors.  We 
then met with the leaders of International Construction Engineering, Inc. headed 
by one Blamoh Davis from the Battalion Division of the Armed Forces of Liberia.  
Again the delegates met with the company's representatives.  After a long 
discussion, Mr. Davis told us since we did not have enough money to hire the 
company to do the building, they would work with us in a more reasonable way.  
That is, we would begin the work on a gradual scale.  We would provide our own 
materials and pay them whatever they charge us.  Deborah believes this is a better 
way to go since we did not have any money - in fact, we had only $9,000.00 to 
start the school with in Liberia - we all agreed to go with this method.  If we have 
materials the contractors would continue the work, and if we did not provide the 
materials, it was no fault of theirs.  A contract was drawn up and Deborah went 
through it.  She thought it was very good and we should sign it. 
 
Mr. Davis and his group drew up a contract and presented it to us at the site.  

Deborah and Rev.  Zogar looked over the contract and thought it was a good 
contract.  Since we were working from hand to mouth, we decided to begin the 
building in three stages - first, the foundation, second the superstructure and third 
the roof.  The contractors charged us $13,776.62 plus materials for the foundation.  
We agreed and paid them $1,500 to begin the work.  The digging of the 
foundation began on March 7, 2005. 
 
On Tuesday, March 8, Mr. Davis told us that the work could not begin until we 

provide a well to provide water at the site.  This took another three days.  Deborah 
and Anita left Liberia on March 12, 2005 for the States, leaving Timothy and 
Pastor Zogar in Liberia. 
 
Our next task was to find a team that would represent Christ Assembly Lutheran 

Church's interest since we would not be in Liberia always.  This team would be 
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responsible for purchasing materials, paying the contractors and giving us detailed 
information on the progress of the work in Liberia.  We were able to assemble a 
four-person team headed by Pastor Christopher Wisseh, who is well respected in 
the area.  Other members of the team include Mr. Michael Baba, Rebecca Baba 
and Selena T. King.  The representatives charged us $9,000.00 for the duration of 
the work because according to them, they would be responsible to transport 
themselves, do many vital works.  We told them that we would not say yes or no 
since we did not have the money.  However, if money was available, we would 
give them something, to which they agreed and a contract was signed for $8,000, 
instead of $9,000. 
 
Since we did not have time to do the purchasing of materials personally, we 

provided the money the contractors needed at the time to begin the work and they 
would buy the materials and give all receipts to our representatives in Liberia.  
Moreover, we promise to send money periodically to provide materials for the 
work and payment for the contractors.  This we have continued to do since we 
arrived back in the United States.  In other words, the school project has begun in 
earnest we solicit your prayers and financial supports that the work we have 
begun will be completed and bring glory to God. 
Below is a breakdown of the $9,000.00 made available to us in order to begin the 

work in Liberia.

Sister Deborah St-Onge of St. Mark's Lutheran Church, Mrs. Anita Roberts who 
was not only a guard to Deborah, but hosted her in a beautiful, secured building, 
Mr. Timothy Gbapaywhea, who did not only work tirelessly, but almost lost his 
life in Liberia.  I also want to thank Mr. Ben Gbolowee-faa for his interest and 
participation in many of the activities carried on in Liberia. 
 
Most importantly, I would like to extend my personal thanks to you, the 

congregation of Christ Assembly Lutheran Church, for your generous giving to 
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this new mission project, and for the trust and confidence you have reposed in us.  
You may rest assured that we will do our best, God willing, to discharge our duty 
in an able manner, fearing nothing but to do wrong.
