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From the Executive Director ’s Pen 
  
."In the month of Nisan in the twentieth year of King Artaxerxes, when wine was brought for him, I 
took the wine and gave it to the king.  I had not been sad in his presence before; so the king asked 
me,“ Why does your face look so sad when you are not ill?  This can be nothing but sadness of 
heart.”  I was very much afraid, but I said to the king, “ May the king live forever!  Why should my 
face not look sad when the city where my fathers are buried lies in ruins, and its gates have been 
destroyed by fire”  Nehemiah 2:1,2 – NIV. 
  
Exact four years ago, May 2002, when we first visited Liberia after fifteen years of living 
in the United States, we realized that our homeland Liberia, after many years of civil 
unrests, was not the same when we left it. The war did not only destroy human lives, but 
the very fabric of society – the educational and health systems of our country were 
destroyed. There was no hope for our future generation – the children.  One question that 
continues to haunt us is, “How can we rehabilitate the child soldiers who have laid their 
guns back into society?”   
  
After two years of prayers we decided to do something about this alarming condition in 
our country.  Since we are blessed to live in such a rich country, we must help restore 
hope in the lives of our people, no matter how small.  We decided to build a Christian 
school in an area where there is no school, and we chose a place named Gbengbar Town, 
about 15 miles from Monrovia.  This is not just another school, it is an LCMS school, 
where the Word of God will be taught. This school, when it is built, will help restore 
hope for the children in that area and beyond. We cannot fail our people, we cannot fail 
our children, we must strive and succeed.  
  
Many of you are aware by now how we led a 4-person delegation to Liberia in 2005 and 
broke ground for a 16-classroom elementary and junior high school.  When we returned 
to the United States in March 2005, we said “We are trying to build a school in 
Liberia,” But now we can say “ We are building a school in Liberia”  because of your 
generous giving to the school project. 
  
 The year 2005 was also a testing year for the school project in Liberia because we met 
with obstacles that did not only retard our progress but also strengthened our resolve.  We 
are more determined now than ever to make the dream of building a Christian school in 
Liberia a reality.  Like Nehemiah of old, we are sad at heart, though we eat daily the rich 
food of this great country and our children attend the best of schools.  We will not be 
satisfied until our brothers and sisters in our homeland can send their children to school 
once again. 
  
In this light, we are boldly asking you to please help us in this endeavor.  We cannot do it 
alone but we have faith in you.  We believe that you can help us restore hope to the 
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children of Liberia.  Some of you have done it before, and we are asking you to please 
continue what you have begun in good faith.  There is an African proverb: “Never stop 
striking the cobra’s head until you know it is dead.”   In other words, please continue to 
support the work until the school is built. 
  
I am also appealing to the people of CALC and our fellow Christians in the faith to 
continue the good work.  Never give up and never relent, there is light at the end of the 
tunnel.  Presently the school building has reached lintel level, and we are hoping it will 
reach roof level before the raining season begins. 
  
Again, I ask you not to let anything distract you from what you are doing.  This is a 
worthy cause, because Liberia needs you now than ever before.  The road will not be easy 
but with faith in God and a determined mind, we shall succeed in all our endeavors. Our 
President, Madam Ellen Johnson-Sirleaf says her priority as president of Liberia is 
education, but she cannot do it alone.  We the citizens and friends of Liberia must help in 
building schools and hospitals for the people of Liberia, and we do believe that you will 
not fail in that endeavor.  Like Nehemiah of old, we cannot be happy when our homeland 
is in ruins, when our people are dying daily due to lack of basic necessities. We must do 
something. 
  
Thank you and may God bless you as you continue to support the school project in
